The Selectboard Meeting was called to order at 5:40 PM at the Town Office.
Administrative Matters
Selectmen's Orders were reviewed and signed.

New Business

Tenney Cemetery Fence  A. Singiser attended the Selectboard Meeting to discuss the fence in front of the Tenney Cemetery.  The fence is in disrepair.  Vermont statutes do not require cemeteries to be fenced but if they are fenced the fence must be kept in good repair.  A replacement iron fence would cost $7,700.  There is $18,000 in the Cemetery reserve Fund that could be used to pay for the replacement of the fence.  The Mendon Historical Society has approximately $2,000 in special funds donated by memorials to Dotty Scott.  MHS has discussed replacement of the fence with Dotty’s family and they support using Dotty’s memorial contributions to help replace the fence.  A. Singiser reported that Mike Barone, Cemetery Commissioner, supports replacing the fence with something that is easier to mow underneath.  The Selectboard agreed the fence should be maintained, removed or replaced.  They requested A. Singiser obtain three quotes to replace the fence.
Old Business
Woodward Road Project  The Selectboard has received the construction bond and executed agreements from The Belden Company.  The Selectboard signed the Notice to Proceed for the project.
Townline Road Culvert  S. Tully and B. Ellis are preparing the Request for Proposals and securing an Army Corps of Engineers permit.
Road Crew Part Time Summer Help  S. Tully reported there are three candidates we are interviewing for a temporary part time position to help cover for a medical leave.
Roadside Mowing  B. Ellis requested we hire B. Orchitt to do the roadside mowing again this year. His quotes came in at $2,700.  The Selectboard agreed.
Special Officer Position  G. Smith reported that the polygraph test was administered and was reported no deceit was detected.  The Selectboard decided to offer the position to Donald Brent Howard (Brent).  G. Smith will follow up with B. Howard and the other candidates that interviewed for the position.
Rutland City Fire Call Expenses  P. Douglas discussed the per call variable expenses billed by the Rutland City Fire Department.  P. Douglas will meet with the fire department to discuss a few questionable calls that may not belong to Mendon.  P. Douglas also brought up the subject of passing on these expenses to the responsible parties.  He also reminded the Selectboard that Emergency Cost recovery Services would be recouping these costs for us if they had an ordinance to use in court.

Governors Highway Safety Program Safety Equipment Grant $2,000  P. Douglas reported that the computer was not an eligible expense under the grant.  He purchased equipment eligible under the grants safety list.  The town did not spend the full $2,000.

Law Enforcement Expenses  P. Douglas reported the brake work at Hendees was $157.  There is an electrical issue in the Impala that may be coming from the video camera. The battery will go dead if the car is not run frequently.
Subdivision Regulations Public Hear ing  The Selectboard public hearing has been warned for June 23, 2014 at 6:00 PM at the Town Office.  Copies of the redrafted Subdivision Regulations can be obtained from the Town Office or the website www.mendonvt.org.
ATV Use on Wheelerville Road  The Selectboard was informed that a Game Warden has been ticketing ATV’s on Wheelerville Road.  Neil Langer and Greg Stahle, residents of Wheelerville Road attended the meeting to ask the Selectboard to allow ATV use on Wheelerville Road for licensed adults that are residents or landowners of Wheelerville Road.  They would not support opening the road to the general public.  The Selectboard requested that the residents submit their request in writing.  The Selectoard requested S. Tully invite the Game Warden to the next meeting.
There being no further business, G. Smith moved to adjourn at 8:30 PM.  Motion carried.
